About Our Speaker

Carole Wolaver
Carole has been a potter for twenty-seven years and taught ceramics for four of those years.  She was a pastor's wife for eleven years at Calvary Chapel in the San Fernando Valley, where her husband served as senior pastor.  Along with being a pastor's wife, she was involved with children's ministry and a monthly bible study for women.
Carole has been presenting "The Master's Pieces" for the last fifteen years.  She has spoken at hundreds of churches nationwide and has made appearances on the Carol Lawrence Show on TBN and Lifestyles of the Rich in Christ Jesus.

Carole has a brand new dramatic presentation that has a little different twist.  As The Master's Pieces is presented from the potter's perspective, Poured Out for Him, comes from the point of view of the vessels.  She takes a look at four ordinary vessels and how they become extraordinary when touched by Jesus. She has just completed The Making of a Vessel of Honor based in the book of Job.

Her unique style of story telling mixed with her skill at the potter's wheel bring scripture to life in a very visual way.

Born into a Jewish home, Carole received Jesus as her Messiah thirty years ago.  She has been married to Wayne for twenty-nine years and while it would be many years and a miracle before they were blessed with a child, she is a testimony of how God fulfills the desires of your heart.  She is the mother of three children; Katy, Jenny, and David.

Carole's pottery can be found in thousands of homes, not only nationally, but worldwide. Her unique Raku style and Hebrew designs make her pottery look like it was dug up from an ancient Israeli Tel. Her pottery is a visual reminder of God's loving touch upon our lives.

Carole's teachings are drawn from her own time in God's Word and her experience of being clay in the gentle hands of the Father, The Master Potter, experiencing the molding on the wheel, the fire of the kiln, and the joy of 
being His.

Poor Me or Pour Me

Session 1

But Jesus kept looking around to see who had done it. Then the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell at his feet and, trembling with fear, told him the whole truth. He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be freed from your suffering.”
